INFORMATION REGARDING H1IN1 FLU

It is possible that we will experience the HIN1 (swine) flu during the coming flu
season. Information we’ve received about preparing for the flu season and the
possible spread of the H1N1 virus is common sense advice for avoiding the
spread of any illnesses like flu and colds.

Here is a summary of that information.

Families, students, and school staff can avoid getting or spreading the flu by
doing the following.

Practice good hand hygiene. Students and staff members should wash
their hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds (the time it
takes to sing “Happy Birthday” twice), especially after coughing or
sneezing. Alcohol-based hand cleaners (at least 60% alcohol) are also
effective. Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth with your hands as this
is a common way to be exposed to flu and cold germs.

Practice respiratory etiquette. The main way that the flu spreads is from
person to person in the droplets produced by coughs and sneezes, so it's
important to cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when you cough or
sneeze and then throw the tissue away. Do not reuse the tissue. If you
don’t have a tissue, cough or sneeze into your elbow or shoulder, not into
your hands.

Stay home if you're sick. Keeping sick students at home means that they
keep their viruses to themselves rather than sharing them with others.
Students and staff members with flu-like illness should stay home until at
least 24 hours after they no longer have a fever or signs of a fever. This
should be determined without the use of fever-reducing medications (any
medicine that contains ibuprofen or acetaminophen).

Get your family vaccinated for seasonal flu and for HIN1 flu when vaccines
are available.

Students, staff, and their families must take personal responsibility for helping
to slow the spread of the virus by practicing these steps to keep from getting

sick with flu and protecting others from getting the flu.

Parents and guardians, you will find that our staff members will be very insistent
that someone in your family pick up children who become sick with a fever or
other flu-like symptoms at school. If you haven't already done so, please
contact the school secretary to update your emergency contact information. We
will not be keeping those children at school until the end of the day or sending
them home on a bus. To the best of our ability, students with flu-like symptoms
will be kept isolated from others.

Please watch for additional information as it becomes available. Contact your
health care provider if you have specific questions regarding your family’s
health.



SUPERINTENDENT’S CORNER

Our mission is to provide all students with the necessary knowledge,
skills, and attitudes to be productive and responsible citizens.

There are many parts to the operation of our school district but we must never
lose sight of the fundamental reason why the district exists at all. The district’s
mission is clear. The mission translates into two specific academic goals for
our students. (We also have one non-academic goal but that discussion will
have to wait for another time.) One academic goal is for all students to
successfully complete every course and grade level and to demonstrate
proficiency on local, state and national assessments. The other goal is to
eliminate the gaps in student achievement that are connected to race, socio-
economic status and gender.

We have lofty targets and one thing is certain. If we were to continue doing the
same things in the same ways that we always have, our students would not
reach these goals. So we are asking our teachers to think and work in ways
that are quite different from what they have done in the past.

For example, where teachers have previously worked mostly in isolation, now
we are asking them to work together as team members with a common
purpose of assuring that all students learn at high levels. Where students who
struggled to learn were the responsibility of individual teachers, now we are
asking all teachers (and other staff members) to step in and help. Where
learning time had been a constant, now we are finding ways to vary the
learning time in order to assure that all of our students learn the essential
content of every class.

Our teachers, support staff members and administrators are addressing four
questions in our effort to assure high levels of learning for all students.

First, we are expecting each teacher to be absolutely clear on what it is that
students need to learn in a particular grade level or course. Our decision
making here centers on what essential knowledge and skills to include and
what knowledge and skills should be left out. It is essential that the required
learning in any subject is enduring (it is useful to the student over a long
period of time), that it has leverage (it helps the student in other areas of the
curriculum and in other academic disciplines), and that it develops readiness
for the next level of learning (that it is essential for the next unit, course, or
grade level).

Second, each teacher is expected to be able to know when the students in a
grade or course have learned the required knowledge and skills. This is
harder than it sounds. It requires teachers to develop carefully constructed
tests that accurately measure the required knowledge and skills. Then
teachers have to use those tests frequently to provide students with accurate
and timely information about their progress.

The third question we must answer is what will we do when some students fail
to learn the required knowledge and skills the first time they are taught? This
is not a question that individual teachers have to answer alone. We are
responding to this question by developing school-wide systems of additional
time and support for students who experience initial difficulty in the learning.

Our fourth question is how to enrich the learning of students who have already
mastered the required content in a grade or course. This question is especially
important because we have to challenge and encourage these students in
order to keep them engaged and motivated.

How our teachers, support staff members and administrators respond to these
guestions will determine how successful we are at accomplishing our mission.

Reading News

For the first time, our school has scheduled a
specific time for reading in the middle school and
high school. It's happening as a part of our
Connections Period at the end of the day for two
days a week. During this time, we focus on
reading, providing an intervention time based on
specific student needs for those who have not
passed the WASL and are not on track to graduate
and providing an expansion time for those who are
on track to build vocabulary and background
knowledge.

We're using Dr. Marzano's, “Wide Reading”
program for the expansion part which allows
students to choose their own reading materials,
gives them uninterrupted time for reading, and
then regularly engages them in written or oral
responses about their reading.

We have made as many teachers, specialists like
Title 1/LAP, ELL, and SPED, and parapros
available at these times as possible to break down
the groups into smaller sizes. We are pleased that
all our staff are “highly qualified” according to the
No Child Left Behind Act standards and we are
using our most qualified with the intervention
groups.

In grades 1-5, we are doing the same kinds of
grouping, but are meeting for four days each week
for thirty minutes. This is additional time beyond
their normal reading blocks. It's the first time we've
had so many staff available at the same time for
maximum coverage where we are doing most
interventions and expansions at the same time to
limit pull-outs and time away from the classroom.
