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FIRST DAY PROCEDURES

On the first day of school (Wednesday,
August 27), Elementary students will
meet with their teachers in their
classrooms for class orientation and
activities. There will be an assembly for
the elementary students later in the
morning.

Students in grades 7-12 will meet in the
main gym at 8:15 a.m. for orientation.
Following orientation activities, students
will meet with their class advisors to
pick up their class schedules and will
then attend their regularly scheduled
classes.

The Junior/Senior High School class
schedule has been revised. First period will
begin at 8:15 am, High School and Jr. High
Connections periods have been added, and
again, there will be two separate lunch
times - one for the seventh through ninth
graders and another for the tenth through
twelfth graders.

Remember: The policy regarding campus
restrictions is ongoing. The lunch schedule
is aligned with those restrictions. Students
in ninth grade and lower are not allowed to
leave school grounds during the day,
including their lunch period, while students
in grades 10-12 are permitted to leave the
campus during their scheduled lunch period
if they have parental permission, in the
form of an off-campus permission form
signed by a parent and on file in the office.
